   San Mateo (Oct. 1, 2018) – Fullerton College will begin official defense of its two consecutive California Community College Athletic Association football titles on Saturday (Oct. 6) and is still the unanimous choice of coaches in the JC Athletic Bureau’s final poll of the pre-league season. The Hornets win streak reached 24 games with a 33-28 comeback win over formerly second ranked Ventura on the last week of September play. Now No. 5 Ventura had led, 28-20, with eight minutes left. Moving up: Canyons to No. 2, Riverside to No. 3, Butte to No. 4. 
   UPCOMING: All but four of the state’s 36 National (state championship) Division teams have byes this week. In the spotlight Saturday will be Fullerton (5-0) at Palomar (3-2) in San Marcos at 6 p.m. in a Central League game. Those two teams are delaying their bye until Oct. 20. The other National openers begin Thursday, Oct. 11 with No. 2 Canyons (the other remaining National unbeaten) at Moorpark (1-4) in the Northern League. In Northern California, West Hills makes its National / Valley League debut Friday evening, Oct. 12, hosting Sacramento. Both are 2-3.
